The word ‘such’ is generally an adjective, but in rare 
circumstances it can act as a demonstrative pronoun, in other 
words a pronoun that refers specifically to some noun or concept. 
Some examples: 

Income disparity is growing. Such is life these days. 

He talked for four hours. Such was his lack of self-control. 
 
The “same” is used after a noun + noun + verb. It can also be 
used in between two nouns. When used with “the,” “same” 
connotes equal in importance, shape, size, or value.  

  Mohan will cook the same as you . 
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So - can stand for a noun (We are doctors. So are they.), an 
adjective (I’m sleepy. So is she.), a verb (Mine broke. So did 
hers.), a content clause (I thought that salamanders were 
amphibians. She thought so too.), a whole sentence or idea (The 
best things in life are free. I’ve always said so.)  
SO is use after say, think,tell 

 Neeta said so. 
 My mother think so 

 
One-One is a demonstrative pronoun used for singular 
There was announcement of his reward but he didn’t receive one 
 
Ones-It is used for plural pronoun 
My son loves my son loves science movie give me cd of good 
ones.
